Manager’s report —Town Manager Melanie Oliver
a. Finance Update

Town Manager Oliver informed the Council that there would be a 25% reduction in
state revenue sharing funds for 2010 and in 2011 it would be reduced more. She
further explained that the current budget expenditures were 60.2 % with 67% of the
fiscal year over. Council directed Oliver to review the policy affecting residents
purchasing cemetery plots at the old price for a limited price.

Digirolamo explained that the recall petitions were accepted by the Town on
01/19/2010, they were forwarded to Pinal County on 01/20/10. The county elections

accepted 90 signatures as valid for Councilmember Peralta forcing a recall election.
